1 Reduced saliva flow / dry mouth

d Mouth lining moist with clear saliva

U Inadequate fluoride

J Optimal fluoride

1 Poor family oral health

1 Good family oral health

1 No family dentist

1 Visits dentist for routine periodic exams

(1 Last visit to dentist over one year

[ Visits dentist at least once a year
