Title:  Head Start – An Opportunity to Improve the Oral Health of Children:  Models for Community Collaborations   
This session outlines the core values of Head Start programs and explores creative ways for health centers to work in collaboration with Head Start grantees to support dental access for the children and families we serve.  National (IAA) State (ASTDD forums) and local level projects will be discussed to provide background on the Head Start Oral Health Initiatives.  Examples of Models of Community Collaboration will be given.     
 
We have a couple of models here in Region VIII in CO with the MOU between Salud Health Center Network and Adams & Weld County Head Start programs as well as some things with our project that evolved out of the CO learning collaboratives.  I also have an idea for a Head Start display and could answer participant questions about  ways that Health Centers can be involved with Head Start programs - the program locator, copies of performance standards, core values, etc.  
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
